As General Secretary, Arthur is a member of the Religious Leaders Council of Greater Philadelphia, a 

group which meets twice a year and includes the Archbishop, a number of other bishops, rabbis, 

imams and assorted clergy. It’s a well functioning group, with a spiritual foundation.  The council is 

currently working on a project that focuses on creating “Zone of Peace” in our neighborhoods. Another 

purpose of the group is to know each other so that the group can be in a position to provide collective 

moral and spiritual leadership in the community. 
 

Arthur Larrabee graduated from Westtown School in 1960; from Yale University in 1967 with a B.A.; 

and from the University of Pennsylvania Law School in 1970 with a J.D.  From 1963 through 1965, he 

worked as a volunteer with the American Friends Service Committee doing rural community-

development work in Tanzania, East Africa. From 1970 through 1993, he practiced law in Philadelphia. 

From 1993 through 2007, he had a career as a consultant, workshop leader, speaker, author and   

volunteer. As a workshop leader, he has facilitated over one hundred workshops for Quaker meetings 

and schools on Quaker decision-making and clerking.    

Arthur Larrabee, a lifelong Friend and member of Central Philadelphia Monthly 

Meeting, currently serves as General Secretary for Philadelphia Yearly Meeting, a 

position he assumed in March of 2007.

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Winter Meeting Of Caln Quarterly Meeting, The Religious Society of Friends,  
Held At Lancaster Monthly Meeting on Second Month 21, 2010.     

     Once again the pattern of our day for Quarterly Meeting was rearranged. After meeting for worship this 

morning, many of us joined Lancaster Meeting in their regularly scheduled pot luck meal. Having filled up on a 

wide variety of delicious edibles, we returned to the meeting room and settled into worship. At about 12:30 clerk 

Jody Kinney took up the business of Meeting. She read a quote from Faith and Practice concerning the Quarterly 

Meetings and coming prepared to be open to the spirit of worship. 

Treasurer Darlington Hoopes, Jr. gave a report. From an opening balance of $24,549.04 there were receipts 

of $33,567.54 and expenditures of $33,624.35, leaving a balance in the treasury of $24,605.85. Darlington also 

explained the need to change our banking from Wachovia to Affinity Bank. He brought a minute (attached) to 

make this official, which we approved. Three Meetings in the Quarter had not given their figures for the Covenant 

with Yearly Meeting. These figures are determined by the Monthly Meetings. There was a question about in-

creases as requested by the Yearly Meeting, which did not happen this year. We heard that in the past the Quarterly 

Meetings would fill in for smaller Monthly Meetings when they had short-term trouble meeting their obligations to 

the Yearly Meeting. There was appreciation expressed for the excellent job of our treasurer. 

Connie Webster told us about the joys and concerns of Sadsbury Meeting.  Because of illness, the clerk had 

to step down but has been replaced by the former recording clerk. The Meeting hosted the Buddhist Monks who 

were walking to Washington D. C. from New England. Three friends from Philadelphia Yearly Meeting (PYM) 

came and talked to the Meeting about historic Quaker perceptions with a seven session curriculum. There was a 

member of their First-day School who celebrated his Eagle Scout ceremony in the meetinghouse. The Meeting 

gave up its interest in Cambridge Friends Cemetery to the Cambridge Amish church,  with a reservation to the 

Conservative/Green Burial Friends Group to have green burials there. There is a weekly yoga class. They will be 

putting up a mailbox soon. 

Jody Kinney read a report from Schuylkill Monthly Meeting which was sent to her because the Meeting is 

in a half-day retreat with the Deepening and Strengthening program from Yearly Meeting. Schuylkill has a very 

active Inreach/Outreach Committee. The First-day School is having a wonderful time. The Worship and Ministry 

Committee is planning to contact someone from Yearly Meeting to offer their meetinghouse as a location for ex-

tended worship some Saturday in the spring. 

David Culp reported on the activities of  Uwchlan Meeting (at Downingtown).  As the largest meeting in 

our Quarter, with over 300 members and attenders, the Meeting has a great many activities. David’s report was full 

of information taken from their annual report. There is a vibrant First-day School. Among many activities in the 

community, there is a monthly book club, Experiment With the Light Group, a Sewing Group, and Monthly Eating 

Meetings. Their annual Fall Festival in October was very successful. The Meeting is very active in social activism 

with activities that include monthly Peace Vigils and a monthly Salvation Army dinner.  A group of members   

traveled to Louisiana to help rebuild homes damaged by hurricane Ike. There is a publicly advertised course enti-

tled Understanding Islam, which has drawn people opposed to the study of Islam, as well as those with great inter-

est. The Meeting has chosen to continue the course in the hope of maintaining the Quaker values of openness and 

equality. 

Cindy Herr gave a report for CORC.  They met Dec. 4 in Lancaster where they  reviewed and approved 

requirements for CORC members to be sent out to all Meetings. The committee decided it has been very helpful to 

have the clerk of the Quarter as a member of CORC, and they would like this put in the job description of Quar-

terly Meeting clerk. During a conference call in January, they decided to send some records to Swarthmore and 
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would like this idea to be put on the business meeting agenda at Camp Swatara. A friend from Reading asked us to 

keep our lines of communication open with PYM about the high value of our coordinator program. 

Marie Ryan gave a report, based on a wonderfully full list of her activities since our last meeting. Here two 

big activities included Reading Meeting hosting a performance of Show Me The Franklins by Amanda Kemp. This 

included meetings with a variety of churches in Reading and an extremely diverse group of 100 people in atten-

dance, despite occurring on Super Bowl Sunday. The other big activity was a contra dance in Lancaster with over 

70 people participating, including some young people from other churches in Lancaster, and 22 young Friends 

from 5 or 6 meetings sleeping over in the meetinghouse. Marie offered us printed copies of the newsletter. There 

will be a census taken of people attending our meetings for worship during April as part of the PYM Center for 

Deepening and Strengthening. Marie encouraged us to form a vibrant Worship and Ministry Committee. There will 

be more discussion of this at Camp Swatara. The clerk urged us to go back to our home meeting’s Worship and 

Ministry Committees to suggest they provide representation on this Quarterly Meeting committee. Marie also 

pointed out an article written by Arthur Larrabee about the value of  Quarterly Meetings. 

The Nominating Committee asked us to replace Bill Pickering on the Yearly Meeting Nominating Com-

mittee. Howard Frysinger from Uwchlan would also like to be replaced on this committee. Please make sugges-

tions for these positions to our nominating committee. 

Francis Brown reported that a small committee from the Quarter examined burial grounds some 30 or 40 

years ago. At that time, many were in disrepair. Francis said he can no longer remember where all these cemeteries 

are, but he would like to see the Quarter create a committee to again examine this subject in the various Meetings. 

Mose Cornwell said he would be happy to be on the committee and deal with Bradford Meeting’s responsibilities. 

In addition, Chuck Barbour, David Morrison, Susan Yeoman, Taylor Lamborn, Charlie Bonner and Ken Cook vol-

unteered to be on the committee. Francis Brown volunteered to be a resource. Chuck Barbour will be the tempo-

rary clerk. 

David Morrison came to report on green graveyards. There was a book put out by the WPA in 1941 called 

An Inventory of Church Archives of Friends Meetings in PA. The Cambridge burial site is now called the Cam-

bridge Green Burial Sanctuary, and is under the care of the Cambridge Amish Church. The Meeting  “quit 

claimed” its interest in Cambridge Friends Cemetery to the Cambridge Amish church,  with a reservation to the 

Conservative/Green Burial Friends Group to have green burials there.  Under the terms of transfer, the Amish 

Cambridge Church will maintain this cemetery perpetually. This cemetery includes a grave of a 16 year old soldier 

from the civil war. David Morrison said there has been a strange request to re-inter a Quaker disinterred from the 

19th century Quaker cemetery in Lancaster into the cemetery in Lampeter (Bird-in-Hand). One of the ideas posed 

by David is to add bodies to existing burial grounds to raise funds for their maintenance. He said there is no legal 

problem creating a green burial ground from a Quaker cemetery, since they are essentially green already. Our only 

problem is maintenance of the facilities. At this time David could not give us a cost figure for burial in a green bur-

ial ground. 

There were 41 Friends present from all Meetings of the Quarter except Harrisburg, Schuylkill and the 

Cornwall Worship Group. 

These minutes were read, corrected, and approved. Meeting for business ended at about 1:55. We were 

looking forward to a presentation entitled “Engagement With Iran” by Ed Martin who will speak on his personal 

engagement, as well as the US Government’s policy toward engagement, with Iran. Our next meeting will be held 

at Camp Swatara, May 1, 2010.

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Reports from Anne Wallace-DiGarbo of Lancaster Friends Meeting 

On March 20 the LMM High School hosted an interfaith dialog with Abdullah Atta (AJ) from Iraq and Mina Abdelshahid from Egypt. 

They are students at Elizabethtown College I met at the Middle East Interest Group in November. They shared experiences that 

helped us understand their challenges and their appreciation for US culture. The youth group from Pilgrim Mennonite joined us. 

Beth Reeves, Marcie Steele and Janet Malin worked with Cynthia Lowing to provide a delicious lunch. 

Abdullah's brother Amer has joined him here in the US. (The rest of AJ's family is still in Iraq.)  Amer has his green card and is look-
ing for work. He is a trained engineer but he is open to any job at this point.  Please contact Anne at anneofmary@gmail.com if you 
have a lead for him.  The Pilgrim Mennonite community of Lancaster, a group with many attenders at the March 20th event, has 
asked AJ and Mina to come to their  church for dialog.  These young men consider this form of service an opportunity to express 
their gratitude and to promote understanding. 

     The Third Annual Contra Dance  
The twofold goal of 2008 was advanced in the 2009 contra dance for youth: we built on the community from 2008 of youth from 
Ephrata, Akron and Lancaster peace churches and from the Caln Quarter Young Friends and we again offered a contra dance ex-
perience to youth not yet introduced to this event. (See Contra Dance Report to the Leadings Fund 2008 and 2009 attached.) The 
aim of the Youth Contra Dance of 2010 was to continue the development of the interfaith and the wider friends community of the 
previous dances. 
Once again, Shane Knudsen contacted the youth directly through Facebook, Anne Wallace-DiGarbo emailed and phoned various 
directors of church youth programs, Marie Ryan contacted Young Friends of Caln Quarter and Ron Ashby purchased food for the

Sixty-five youth and 13 adults attended the dance, four fewer youth than in 2008 & nineteen fewer than in 2009). Twenty young 
friends (eleven more than 2009) from Harrisburg, Reading, Chambersburg, and Lancaster Monthly Meetings and eight friendly 
adult presences, including Cookie Caldwell and a young adult friend, spent the night at Lancaster Monthly Meeting with pizza at 
midnight and Belgian waffles at 8 a.m.
