For this artist, spiritual inspiration often comes in unconventional ways.
Zan’s talk will be centered upon Faith and Practice’s reminder from the Meeting
of Elders held at Balby, England in 1656 which contains these words:
“the letter killeth, but the Spirit giveth life.”

This is Zan Lombardo’s quintessential Quaker year. She recently led a weeklong
multigenerational art workshop at FGC gathering in Bowling Green, Ohio.

Her artwork is currently on display in the Fellowship of Quakers in the Arts exhibit
at Friends Center in Philadelphia. She is the adult co-clerk for PYM Young Friends
and led both high school and adult workshops at Residential Yearly Meeting at
DeSales University this summer. She will be one of the mini-class teachers during
Pendle Hil's 80™ Anniversary celebration weekend in November and will also lead
their New Year’s Arts Retreat. A featured speaker in Pendle Hill's Arts and
Spirituality lecture series in February, she also has the distinction of being named
Pendle Hill's Minnie Jane Quaker Artist Scholar for the spring term of 2011.

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Spring Meeting of Caln Quarterly Meeting, The Religious Society Of Friends,
Held At Camp Swatara on Fifth Month 1, 2010.
After Worship, a break, and a bit more open worship, at about 10:10 AM, clerk Jody Kinney from

Uwchlan Monthly Meeting took up the business of the Meeting. She introduced herself, and the recording
clerk, Jim Herr from Lancaster Monthly Meeting, introduced himself. Clerk told us that May 1 has been
proclaimed Global Love Day, dedicated to unconditional love among all people, to remind us of our
connection to all humanity. The city of Harrisburg, PA, among many other places, has recognized this
designation.

All meetings of the quarter but Bradford, and the Cornwall Worship Group were represented.
Arthur Larrabee, from Central Philadelphia Monthly Meeting, was our guest.

Anne Barton told us about the doings of Chambersburg Monthly Meeting, which is well, though
challenged by an aging population. They meet mid-week at an assisted living home, in addition to their
First-day meeting. Young people in the Meeting are leaving for college and other directions. But they have
a 6 year old, and a young couple getting married today.

Ken Cook from Exeter told us his Meeting continues to struggle with disunity concerning support
of our coordinator program. But there seems to be a sort of vigor, including a strong First-day School for
the first time in a long while. They are considering Quakerism 101.

Ken Woerthwein, clerk of Harrisburg read a detailed report (attached) on the challenges faced by
his Meeting that have included the loss of 10 members and the subsequent self examination, including
participation in the Yearly Meeting Deepening and Strengthening program. They have worked hard to
help the outside groups that use the meetinghouse to understand Quaker practices. A men’s group
became re-activated to complement the longstanding women’s group.

Joe Moore, clerk of Lancaster Meeting, said there are many joys to celebrate in his Meeting. For
several years the Meeting has had small groups, and this year they are very vigorously active with sub-
jects ranging from Quakerism 101 to spiritual nurture to non-theistic Quakerism. Queries are considered
in worship sharing before the meeting for business, which helps focus on the spiritual nature of the
Meeting’s business. A new member revitalized the outreach committee, showing the power of a committed
individual. The Meeting went through a Quaker Quest day-long workshop, but has decided to pursue the
program internally for now. There is a concern that nothing has stimulated meeting-wide passion for
quite some time. Joe then read a minute of travel for Tom Gates, who is in Kenya, that was approved by
Lancaster.

Jim Morrissey, clerk of Reading Meeting told us they, too, have a great many joys to celebrate.
Thanks to some assistance from Philadelphia Yearly Meeting (PYM), Reading has been able to renovate its
kitchen. Amanda Kemp brought her wonderful theater experience to the Meeting and there were over 100
people from the community in attendance. Three new attenders have spontaneously said they are most
amazed by meeting for business. Younger members/attenders have planted a garden, the produce of
which will go to soup kitchens. This has brought some long-term members back into activity. Therese
Miller came to talk about the continuing requirements for Deepening and Strengthening the Meeting. The

web site has been upgraded.
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Connie Webster said Sadsbury Meeting used a seven-session curriculum from PYM to further
understand the history of Quakerism. There is consideration of a fund raiser for the George Fox School,

in Cochranville.

Larry Mackenzie says Schuylkill Meeting has remarkably decided to go through the Deepening
and Strengthening Program. They have been through the diagnostic process, which hasn'’t really
deepened or strengthened. There is an inreach-outreach committee, which is helping to build and
strengthen the community and f(F)riendships. The First-day School is small but active, and the
Religious Education Committee has encouraged the standing committees to help with teaching. A

member continues to be concerned with torture. Larry invited us all to visit them for worship.

Sally McQuail of Uwchlan (Downingtown) Meeting, said the Meeting is very active, with around
150 members and difficult-to-count attenders. There is a sewing group, a Reiki healing group, a Light
group, and a book club. There is a monthly peace vigil, and a monthly eating meeting. There is an
annual ice cream festival with 12 flavors available for tasting. They hold an annual Lenten service as
part of the Downingtown Community. There is a group that takes care of the Old Caln meetinghouse
on a weekly basis. A group went to Louisiana to rebuild houses, and a high school group of roughly 10
young friends went to South Dakota to rebuild houses for Native Americans. The Meeting sponsored a
person who taught about Islam, open to the public—some of whom were very opposed. But it all worked

out very well.

Chuck Barbour gave a report from the Committee of Oversight for the Regional Coordinator
(CORC), which hopes to have one or two members from each of the Meetings in the Quarter. At this
time they would like to have someone from Harrisburg. Marie feels she is very supported by the
Meetings, and CORC feels supported among themselves. Chuck also expressed appreciation for the
support of PYM. The last committee meeting was done by a conference call, though it wasn’t as
pleasant as the in-person meetings with shared meals. Chuck then discussed the budget process.
Bottom line for fiscal year 2010 (ending in June) was $53,846, and next year the budget is expected to
be somewhat smaller: $52,885. Next year the expense-per-person for our Monthly Meetings is $41.90, a
slight increase over last year due to a drop in Quarterly Meeting membership. To explain the reduction
in the budget, Chuck pointed out that Marie’s salary was frozen for 2010. Costs of travel and office
supplies have been reduced. In addition there was a surplus from budgeted amounts that will be
applied to money available in 2011. The costs of travel have gone down because Marie has been able to
share rides. Appreciation was expressed for the amount of work CORC continues to do.

Meeting approved the coordinator’s budget.

Marie Ryan came in from her children’s program to review her report, somewhat late because
she had lost her glasses. She said they are having a wonderful time this morning with excellent help.
In response to a question about her budget, she deferred to Chuck. Marie said she hasn’t been to
Monthly Meetings as much as she likes, other than to Lancaster, which has invited her. Without big,

big plans in the future, she expects to visit all the Meetings of the Quarter in the near future.
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There was a question concerning the strengthening of the children’s program, to which Marie re-
sponded that it is going that direction. Another Friend expressed appreciation for Marie’s ability to
network across the Monthly Meetings in the Quarter. Taylor Lamborn expressed appreciation as clerk
of the Camp Swatara planning committee. Since she has been with our Quarter since 2001, Marie has
the history of the Camp Swatara weekend internalized. Arthur Larrabee expressed appreciation on
behalf of the Yearly Meeting for Caln Quarter’s coordinator program, and for Marie in particular. As an
expression of her development of connections, Marie told about a visit to a local bait shop, saying the
kids would fish all day at Camp Swatara, given the chance.

Kay Pickering, of Nominating Committee, said they have not met though they recognize the need
to nominate two people to the Yearly Meeting Nominating Committee. Talk about a Worship and
Ministry Committee continues, with two from Reading and two from Exeter interested in participation.
Others interested in that role should talk to Judy Geiser.

Kay invited us all to a public session on ending torture, May 22, in Harrisburg.

Treasurer Darlington Hoopes jr. presented the treasurer’s report for this quarter. On 2/21/10
balance was $24,605.85. Ending balance was $39,125.18, which included receipts for Camp Swatara
before disbursements for this weekend. Darlington expressed concern for approximately $25,000 that is
just sitting in an account earning interest. Perhaps some of this money could be used to increase the
budget for Marie. In addition, because some of the Meetings in our Quarter are having financial
challenges, perhaps we could lower the per-member assessment number. A member suggested we give
the money to PYM annual fund or to the PYM historic building fund. This money has been in the
Quarter’s treasury for many years.

Friends proposed continuing with the current assessment, with a meeting of Monthly Meeting
treasurers (or their representatives), a representative of CORC, and a person from the Camp Swatara
planning committee, to consider the Quarter’s surplus. We approved this committee, which Darlington
Hoopes jr. will convene. They will review why there is a financial excess, what to do with it, and what
the assessment should be. This committee will present a progress report at our summer meeting, with
a complete report in the fall.

Jim Morrissey told us that the membership of Reading Meeting is composed of people active in
the life of the Meeting, some are interested in staying tied to the Meeting for historic reasons, and some
who are only marginally related. But the PYM covenant numbers count everyone. Jim asked for insight
from other Meetings on how to consider this challenge.

Over the din of the crowd gathering for lunch, these minutes were read, corrected and approved.
We then went to lunch. There were 37 present.

After lunch we plan to gather for our plenary talk by Arthur Larrabee, General Secretary of PYM.
Our summer meeting, held traditionally at Old Caln Meetinghouse on the third First-day in August, will
fall on the 15th this year.
