Worship Groups of Caln Quarter 
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Minutes of the Summer Meeting of Caln Quarterly Meeting, The Religious Society Of Friends, Held At                 

Old Caln Meeting House on Eight Month 21, 2011. 
 

Friends gathered for bagels and donuts, coffee and socializing around 10:00 this 

morning. At about 10:30 we settled into worship. At the rise, Debra Miles, from Downing-

town, told us our clerk Jody Kinney was sick and home in bed, and that she would be our 

clerk this morning. There was a brief break and we settled back into worship. At about 

11:45, Debra introduced herself and Jim Herr, Lancaster Meeting, recording clerk. She 

said she was missing her glasses, but would do her best. 

All Meetings of the Quarter were represented except Schuylkill and the Cornwall 

Worship Group. Blair Seitz, Seaville Monthly Meeting, and his wife, Judy Ballinger, were 

guests.  

The agenda was presented and a correction was made to the minutes from Spring: 

the change in assessment for the coordinator program is $6.67, not $11.57. 

Mose Cornwell told us that Bradford Meeting regularly has 4 or 5 attenders. A long-

time resident of the house on their meetinghouse property has left, and with a great deal 

of effort, the house has been totally renovated and is again rented. 

Jim Barton told us that Chambersburg has graduated from the Luddite Consortium 

and now has a website—part of the 21st century. They are repairing their meetinghouse 

including insulation and fixing a concrete walk. The Young Friends in the community are 

remarkable and make the older people in the Meeting feel good. Their adult religious edu-

cation is considering the 400th anniversary of the King James Bible. They are also going to 

consider the effects of cartoons on spiritual life. 

Paul Kerr from Exeter told us that the new roof is on the meetinghouse and they are 

going to be back in the building within 6 to 8 weeks. The Meeting is very strong with 12 or 

more people meeting weekly under the trees or in a nearby historic building. There are fre-

quent visitors and an energetic First-day School. A Friend asked if Paul would recommend 

burning the roof of their buildings as a form of outreach. 

Taylor Lamborn expressed a concern about the critical tar sands pipeline issue be-

fore our country at this time. It takes as much energy to produce the oil as the oil yields, 

and the effects of both the oil production and consumption of the end product will produce 

horrific damage to the environment. There is a plan to protest this at the White House on 

August 29 or 30 or September 3, and Taylor urged us to join him. Later we were urged to 

visit the web site www.tarsandsaction.org for more information. 
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Darlington Hoopes, jr. presented the treasurer’s report. Beginning balance was 

$36,224.40, receipts totaled $39,002.87, disbursements were $16,815.84 which left a bal-

ance as of August 21 of $24,830.68. Darlington also provided us with income and ex-

penses involved in Camp Swatara. Receipts were $19,985.40, disbursements totaled 

$16,815.84, which left a positive balance to the Quarter of $3,169.56. Darl expressed con-

cern that this was a bit higher profit than necessary. Marie Ryan suggested next year the 

planning committee will work hard to reconsider the fees, though setting fees is very 

tricky. This year’s Camp Swatara registrar said we had had about 209 people at the Camp. 

Marie presented a report on her activities. She finished up her time with the School 

of the Spirit in May. She found the challenge of considering the Philadelphia Yearly Meet-

ing (PYM) budget very hard and took some vacation time, after which she went to Ses-

sions, which were very rewarding. Marie told us she reviewed hundreds of emails. She 

gave us a brief hint of what she plans to do in the next few months. 

At her CORC meeting last week, Marie announced that she would like to build her 

counseling practice and leave the coordinator position. She then told us that the message 

shared this morning in worship, that we should follow our leadings by listening to our 

heart, spoke clearly to her. Marie told us that her early wishes ranged from being a nun to 

working for the UN, but being a psychologist has always been a background desire. She 

said that building community and seeing people grow together has made this job of coordi-

nator absolutely wonderful for the past 10 years. Originally she thought to end her posi-

tion at the end of the year, but, if she can reduce her work schedule to 4 days a week, she 

might consider continuing to work part time as coordinator until the end of the fiscal year 

in June. Marie promises to make the transition to a new coordinator as smooth as possi-

ble. Many Friends expressed great appreciation for Marie’s work. We all applauded her. 

Marie thanked Deb for her work as previous Clerk. 

Connie Webster, from Sadsbury, suggested that at our Fall Quarterly Meeting there, 

we might spend time in the afternoon to re-envision the coordinator program. A Friend 

suggested Marie’s replacement might work part time as Marie reduces her work time. Sev-

eral Friends suggested an extensive exit interview may help the Quarter to re-envision the 

coordinator program. Another Friend urged us to go back to our Meetings to be able to 

bring input to the visioning session. 

Cindy Herr, one of the co-clerks of the Committee for Oversight of the Regional Coor-

dinator (CORC), gave a report. She urged us to respect Marie’s desire to move on at the 
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end of the year.  Cindy asked us to consider forming a search committee, though another 

Friend suggested our Quarterly Nominating Committee should be asked to see if there is 

someone in our Quarter now ready to take on this role.  A Friend suggested that, since 

PYM may not help fund our coordinator program after June 30, 2012, perhaps we should 

consider a revision of the position. However, a Friend urged us to tell people on Interim 

Meeting and the Financial Stewardship Committee the importance of the coordinator pro-

gram. Marie again explained that, because of the uncertainty of the budget process, she 

would be willing to continue part-time through the fiscal year. This would require more 

volunteers at Camp Swatara. Clerk asked CORC to consider the role of coordinator and 

help with the envisioning session at Sadsbury in October. 

Ken Woerthwein clerk of Harrisburg Monthly Meeting, read several suggestions 

made by John Hayden for consideration by our Quarterly Meeting. These included: con-

cern for the YM financial support of the coordinator program; a concern with our collective 

ignorance of, and support for, the activity of PYM; a suggestion to re-establish the Meeting 

visitation program; and a question whether we should urge YM to use Caln Quarter as a 

location for a Young Friends and/or Middle School Friends activity. Ken urged us to take 

these considerations back to our Monthly Meetings for discussion. A Friend asked us also 

to talk at our Monthly Meetings about how much we will be willing to contribute to the co-

ordinator program. Another Friend urged us to distribute these suggestions from John 

Hayden as soon as possible to the Monthly Meetings. Ken suggested we consider having a 

lengthier program at our Fall meeting, expecting great participation. 

These minutes were read, corrected, and approved. There were 31 present. Friends 

expressed great appreciation to Debra and the recording clerk. 

We planned to have a brown bag lunch/pot-luck picnic today, with games and fun 

activities.  

Our next meeting will be held at Sadsbury, October 16, 2011.

It is with sadness I report to you that George Fox Friends School was vandalized in June. Windows in the kindergar-
ten room were broken, but nothing was taken. Glass on the floor necessitated the removal of the ancient commercial 
carpet. Insurance has reimbursed the school for most of the damage, a contractor has been chosen and windows or-
dered. We expect them in about September 23rd.  In the meantime, since the room was empty, the staff thought it 
seemed reasonable to repaint. Craig at Chester County Paint and Design Co. in Downingtown has arranged the do-
nation of two gallons of wall finish from Coronado paints and three gallons of Cabinetcoat for the school. Volunteers 
helped to repaint the walls as well as the cabinets and shelves. MANY thanks to Craig and the other volunteers for 
the sanding, cleaning and painting.  
 At this time it seems prudent to install a hard surface material, now instead of later. Marmoleum, a green 
flooring was found and purchased, however the cost of the new flooring exceeds the insurance reimbursement by 
$600. Donations have been offered towards the repairs but in order to offset some of this cost it was decided to delay 
replacing the least damaged of the three windows until a later date. Additional donations would be welcomed. They 
can be sent to George Fox Friends School directly with a memo designating "repairs". Flooring was installed by vol-
unteer labor on August 23rd and 25th. School started on August 29th. The room is bright and happy looking despite 
having plywood at two windows.
