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Winter Meeting Of Caln Quarterly Meeting, The Religious Society of Friends, Held At Reading
Monthly Meeting on Second Month 20, 2011

Opening exercises began at about 10:00 led by Marie Ryan of the Reading Peace and Social Order
Committee, and included readings on peace and 3 songs from Worship in SongWe settled into worship. After the
rise of meeting, a break, and a short time of open worship, at about 11:22 clerk Jody Kinney introduced herself and
Jim Herr, the recording clerk, and took up the business of Meeting. She reminded us that we are here to do the

Susan Yeoman from Sadsbury Meeting told us they had a memorial meeting for their oldest member,
Frances Webster. They have weekly yoga, monthly Reiki, and occasional forums. A wonderful new website?
http://sadsburyfriendsmeeting.org/? came on line in the last 2 weeks. They raised $1050 for their George Fox
School after hard work and a lot of fun. Forums discussed mountain top removal mining, and the Meeting is looking
at alternative energy sources.

Clerk read an email from Megan Connelly of Schuylkill Meeting. Committees are sharing teaching
responsibility in First-day School. There have been forums on integrity and vocal ministry. Schuylkill faces
challenges with finances that the Meeting feels are an outreach opportunity.

Sally McQuail told us Uwchlan Meeting at Downingtown has a large and vital First-day School program.
Their Meeting website has had over 40,000 hits and they are trying to integrate it into the life of their community.
Cooperative dinners, sewing groups and other activities allow people plenty of opportunities for social interaction.
There are many projects underway for the upkeep and maintenance of their meetinghouse and property. The
Meeting is challenged to involve new people as it continues to grow.

Treasurer Darlington Hoopes, Jr. gave a report. Balance as of last meeting was $27,237.17. There were
receipts of $34,108.88 and disbursements of $35,348.15 for a final balance in the treasury of $25,997.90.

Darlington then reported on the payment of insurance of $1200 for the Old Caln Meetinghouse. He
presented the following minute, which was approved:

Until such time as this Meeting directs otherwise the Treasurer is directed to pay the annual
insurance premiums, as we have in the past, on the Old Caln Meetinghouse real and personal property
and on the liability coverage provided for in its current policy, acknowledging that Old Caln
Meetinghouse is not the property of Caln Quarter and that by making said payment Caln Quarter is

not assuming any liability for events or injuries occurring on or arising out of the  use of said premises.

There were questions about a liability insurance policy for the Quarter, including our activities at Camp
Swatara. The clerk will investigate this before our next meeting. John Bryer suggested that all Monthly Meetings
should check on their insurance information.

John Bryer, as a trustee of Old Caln Meetinghouse, told us there are meetings for worship in the building
almost weekly with a dozen or two people. The north roof of the building needs to be replaced at a cost of $40,000
for a 50 year cedar roof. In addition, the infrastructure under the roof around the chimneys, and the chimneys
themselves, need to be repaired. An estimate for this work has come in at $38,000. The combined roofing work,
costing $78,000, should make the building last for at least another hundred years. There have been fund raising
activities, and a small amount of money has come from the museum that shares part of the building. Six
applications have been made for grants, and some have been received. If all of the grants come through there will
be a shortfall of $25,000 or more. John asked the Quarter for $5,000, and he expressed a degree of urgency because
grants they have received grants must be matched and spent by the end of 2011. A friend suggested that the
Quarter has been considering what to do with excess money in its treasury and this seems like a good project.

A suggestion was made that the Meetings of the Quarter raise funds to give to this project. At a previous meeting
we agreed to spend $10,000 on activities in the Quarter, though most of that was to be spent on lowering the cost
of Camp Swatara for a time. We heard, however, that the current Swatara planning committee holds a model of
breaking even, and from this idea, spending our reserve will take quite a long time. It was suggested giving money
for maintenance of the Old Caln Meetinghouse will be a way to make it more actively a part of the Quarter. We
agreed to give another $5000, in addition to the $1000 approved at a previous meeting. We also agreed to allow
the trustees of the Old Caln meetinghouse to approach our Monthly Meetings for contributions.

Cindy Herr gave a report from the Committee of Oversight for the Regional Coordinator (CORC). They have
had 2 meetings in this quarter of the year. Since only Lancaster Meeting has asked the Coordinator for help on a
project since October, CORC suggests other Meetings call on her to help them develop activities. Optimally each
Meeting in Caln Quarter should have two members on CORC. All Meetings of the Quarter have representation of
some kind on CORC.

Taylor Lamborn said the Graveyard Committee has not met, though Mose Cornwell feels under the weight
of this activity. The survey from long ago of graveyards under the care of Meetings in the Quarter has been found.

Marie Ryan gave a report. She provided a wonderful list of her activities during the last quarter. There is a
one-day seminar at the Temenos Retreat CenteronO# AOET C /&£l O A eatholédbymemberBofa £AOA O ¢
group called A Natural Undertaking, one of whom is a member of Schuylkill Meeting. Marie also announced the
Working Group on the Revision of Faith and Practices looking for input by September 1, particularly from younger
members. The National Council of Churches is sending email to her at this time with information on churches doing
activities to help the environment. She also brought out that the young adult friends have a wonderful website to
help bring that age group together. Marie told us the Contra Dance was delightfully sweet and fun. She gave us
hints of the plan for Camp Swatara with some exciting outside people coming, including wonderful individuals for
the younger attenders. A friend suggested that Monthly Meetings with interest in outreach should send contact

Sandy Grotberg from the Nominating Committee told us we need one more person for the Yearly Meeting
Nominating Committee.

Christie Duncan-Tessmer told us about We Can Do It Day, a Yearly Meeting program that is planned to

There were 45 Friends present from all Meetings of the Quarter except Schuylkill and the Cornwall
Worship Group. We also had a guest from Chestnut Hill Monthly Meeting.

These minutes were read, corrected, and approved. Meeting for business ended at about 12:50. We were
ITTTEETC &£ OxAOA Oi TAesSimpdamiRowerAiSiEength ofDiscerinteht® AdhiiBtie Duncan-
Tessmer.

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The Power of Silence

Entering the silence of Quaker meeting as a child you open the door to your imagination. You become a
cat napping before a fire, or a bunny, statue-like in a sunny field. Warm and still; warm because the silence is
not the cold, deafening silence of isolation, but the peaceful, wholesome silence of community. Still because
fidgeting disrupts the silence and your parents would scold.

In middle school, I began to comprehend that the silence of Quaker meeting can be found outside the
meeting house. I went to church camp, I found Quaker friends, and I found the heartwarming, rejuvenating
silence of worship, outdoors. It greeted me on the Appalachian Trail after climbing a huge rock pile. It

I realized that the silence is not an emptiness-EO EO1 6 0 A 1 AAE 1
enveloping presence. Understanding the silence helped me understand myself. I realized that my classmates
often thought of me as shy and quiet, yet acknowledged that my silence allowed me to listen and learn, to
choose times to make a statement and times to avoid conflict. | found the presence, the comfort, waiting
outside an audition room, or before competing balance beam at a ggmnastics meet. The silence focuses, calms
the rushing madness of a nervous mind, imparts peace in the midst of chaos.

In high school my friends queried, 07 EAO AT A0 EO [ AAT OI AA A 10A
into words the feeling you get in worship, or kayaking on the river, the ability to feel a spiritual presence when
least expected, or suddenly know the answer to a nagging problem. The simple answers never seemed to be
enough. Quakers believe what they want and respect others beliefs, we act with peace and integrity, we
follow the light in our hearts. Those words fail to capture the essence, fail to explain the atmosphere when
you enter a room engaged in worship, the transition from the outer world of haste to the inner world of the
heart. The silence became a time to figure out what everything means: Life, Quakerism, Beliefs. It took a
while to grasp that there were no concrete answers, no perfect words. I returned to church camp, and
