Worship Groups of Caln Quarter 
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Minutes of the Spring Meeting of Caln Quarterly Meeting, The Religious Society Of Friends, Held At                 

Camp Swatara on Fourth Month 30, 2011. 
 

After Worship and a brief break, at about 9:50 AM, clerk Jody Kinney from Uwchlan Monthly Meeting 

introduced herself and took up the business of the Meeting. The recording clerk, Jim Herr from Lancaster 

Monthly Meeting, introduced himself.  

All meetings of the Quarter but Bradford and the Cornwall Worship Group were represented. Guests 

today included Mike and Marsha Green from Chapel Hill, NC.  

Jim Barton told us that Chambersburg Monthly Meeting has a core of people who regularly attend 

meeting for worship, and there is a great depth of spiritual life in the Meeting. However, worship competes 

with many other Sunday -morning activities in the busy lives of most members. The Meeting has been con-

sidering the Philadelphia Yearly Meeting (PYM) budget in meetings.  

Jed Smith from Exeter told us they had a little mishap about a month ago. During worship a fire 

started and the 60 year old roof burned off the ancient meetinghouse. Everyone, including the many new 

people, who are mostly women, carried everything movable outside before the firemen got there. Although 

potentially a disaster, Jed told us this seems to be a blessing in disguise; it seems to have drawn the Meeting 

together.  

Ken Woerthwein, clerk of Harrisburg, read a report that told us his Meeting, though it has shrunk in 

size over the years, is still a very vibrant and active one. They have had outside speakers, including Hollister 

Knowlton on ecology and Amanda Kempõs Theater for Transformation. Young Friends have a monthly pizza 

night and the whole Meeting had a bowling party. There are several discussions planned to which all Meet-

ings of the Quarter are invited, including a Threshing Session on Thursday, May 26 at 7 PM at which Arthur 

Larrabee will be present to help us understand the PYM budget and fiscal issues that are before Yearly Meet-

ing.  

Grayfred Gray from Lancaster Meeting, told he just got here because he got lost. He decided not to 

read the six page single -spaced Annual Report of the Meeting, but gave us highlights. There were two deaths 

of long -time members, Millicent Holzinger and Ted Herman, and a new member ña young adult friend who 

works at Haverford College. There are a large number of very active committees, including an environmental 

concerns committee which sponsored a public showing of the movie Gasland. There is an active First -day 

School. The Library committee has put the catalog of the Meetingõs books on line. Their Milner Fund is pro-

viding financial support to people with leadings.  

Judy Geiser, clerk of Reading Meeting, told us the construction and renovation of the meetinghouse 

is mostly complete. There are very active committees, including an environmental group working on recy-

cling, and a spiritual nurture group with monthly sessions. A Bible Study and a Prayer Group are also active 

with monthly meetings. Reading also has a variety of fun and relaxing activities. On May 19 they will host an 

Open House as part of a group of religious communities in Reading that are visiting each other.  

Janet Parlett said Sadsbury Meeting is a small Meeting. They have weekly yoga sessions and are hav-

ing a soup meal for the community. They had an Easter breakfast at the meetinghouse, which was a delight.  

Megan Connelly says Schuylkill Meeting, as outreach, is participating for the first time in the Dog-

wood Festival Parade in Phoenixville, with giant papier -mâché animals representing the peaceable kingdom. 

The Meeting is having trouble raising money for everything, so they have a special bucket to receive dona-

tions. First -day School is being taught by the committees, each on a monthly basis. Concerned about 

growth, Schuylkill is doing joyful work.  

Sally McQuail of Uwchlan Meeting at Downingtown told us her Meeting has a great number of weekly 

and occasional activities.  With help of labor from Meeting and a capital campaign, they have rebuilt a stone 

wall in their graveyard. This has been a joyful piece of Meeting, which has drawn them closer together. As a 

large Meeting, Downingtown continues to have a challenge integrating new attenders. There is a group that 

gathers three times a month for worship in the Old Caln Meetinghouse.  
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Treasurer Darlington Hoopes jr. presented the treasurerõs report. As of April 25, receipts, including 

this yearõs Swatara attendance, totaled $48,635.13. Disbursements totaled $37,408.63. 

Roger Lawn of Reading Meeting reported as auditor of Caln Quarterõs books. He found everything in 

good order. Auditing of the books was last done three years ago. Roger said, as long as the treasurer is from 

Reading Meeting, he will be willing to audit the books on an annual basis. Meeting approved.  

Clerk Jody Kinney explained to us that on Thursday evening she discovered PYMõs liability insurance 

policy covering Monthly Meetings does not cover Quarterly Meeting events held outside of a covered meeting.  

Therefore we had no liability coverage for the Swatara event.  Yesterday morning at 9:00, therefore, Jody 

talked to the insurance agent for the PYM program. She made a decision to purchase liability insurance for 

the Quarter ñone million dollars of insurance for $350. Meeting approved this. Meeting also approved that 

payments in the future will come out of the Quarterõs general fund. 

Marie Ryan came in at this point from a very active childrenõs program. She said they are really, 

really short on volunteers ñthere are only six signed up for the whole weekend, with more than 40 children. 

She asked for more help for every session. We had all received a printed report of Marieõs activities. In addi-

tion, she had copies of invitations to the two open activities at Harrisburg and copies of the  newsletter. 

Marie said her job is a blessing and she loves the children.  

Jim Herr gave a brief overview of the budgeting process for Philadelphia Yearly Meeting. He then read 

part of the minutes from the Interim Meeting of April 9 in which an explanation of the challenges PYM faces 

this year in its budget, and proposed remedies, were put forward. A revised budget will be considered at the 

June Interim Meeting.  

Judy Geiser gave a report from the Committee of Oversight for the Regional Coordinator (CORC). 

They have had several meetings since Christmas, some as telephone conference calls. CORC is helping to set 

goals with Marie. In the next month or so, there will be a meeting of coordinators from the Yearly Meeting. 

Judy urged each Meeting in the Quarter to have two representatives on CORC.  

As part of CORC, Chuck Barbour talked about our previously approved budget for the $53,220 cost 

of the coordinator program. At the time it was approved, PYM was going to pay half of the total. However, 

with its newly proposed budget, Yearly Meeting will cap support for coordinator programs at $20,000. This 

will leave Caln Quarterly Meeting with a $6,610 gap between our Quarterõs budgeted expense and the total 

cost of the coordinator. Chuck suggested we could either divide that difference among our membership or 

take it out of our reserve. A Friend suggested we consider some other retirement plan for the coordinator, 

but we were told the pension and health care parts of the coordinatorõs budget are set by the Yearly Meeting. 

A friend reminded us that this discussion is predicated on PYM giving us $20,000, and another Friend ex-

pressed distress that we are basing our discussion, and ultimately our budget, contingent on input from oth-

ers rather than what we ourselves can afford. Ken Cook said Exeter Meeting will meet its assessment. We 

settled into silence for a time. Meeting agreed to asses $5 per adult member for the Quarterõs expenses and 

$52.07 for the coordinator program. This figure has been calculated with 638 adult members, and assumes 

the YM gives us $20,000. At $57.07 per adult member, the Quarterõs assessment increases by $11.57 per 

adult member. There was great support expressed for the Coordinator program with the total budget of 

$53,330. Appreciation was expressed to Chuck.  

Kay Pickering, of Nominating Committee, told us Ken Cook would like to step down from his long -

time position as archivist, so they will seek someone for that position.  The clerk, recording clerk and treas-

urer will continue in their positions for another year. However, we need two additional representatives on 

Yearly Meeting Nominating Committee. Kay suggested that a representative to Interim Meeting might con-

sider this position, because Interim and Nominating meetings often happen on the same day. A Friend told 

us that changes in PYM structure as a result of the budget challenges are going to require more and more 

volunteer help, which will require more work from the Yearly Meeting Nominating Committee.  

Jody urged everyone to have children in their Meetings go to Junior Interim Meeting. She also told us 

about a Young Adult Friend activity and a YM threshing session on the Future of Adult Religious Education.  
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Liz Gates had sent a request to be held in the light as she is in Switzerland on the planning commit-

tee for the Friends World Committee for Consultation (FWCC) gathering in Kenya in 2012.  

Upper Susquehanna Quarter sent word through Taylor Lamborn about their concern for the gas min-

ing in the Marcellus Shale. He urged us to get involved.  

Meeting approved giving $100 from our treasury to AFSC for their work to support people in the area 

devastated by tornados in the US last week. We were urged to make contributions on our own to this cause 

as well.  

Zan Lombardo invited us to a showing of her completed mural Tuesday at Pendle Hill.  

Anne Wallace DiGarbo from Lancaster told us that Val Liveoak from the Friends Peace Teams in Gua-

temala is visiting us and will be leading a workshop this afternoon. Val will also accept contributions for her 

work.  

After lunch we plan to go to our first of three workshop periods. Our summer meeting, held tradition-

ally at Old Caln Meetinghouse on the third First -day in August, will fall on the 21 st  this year.  

These minutes were read, corrected, and approved.

A Quaker Message of Peace Flourishes Like the Dogwood 
 

    A message of peace graced this year’s Dogwood Parade held in Phoenixville, PA, on Saturday, May 21, 2011. Guided by art 
instructor John Matthews, artisans young and old from Schuylkill Friends Meeting constructed larger-than-life papier-mâché 

animals modeled on those featured in the allegorical Peaceable Kingdom paintings of Quaker artist Edward Hicks (1780-

1849). The lion, lamb, ox, goat, and leopard were then mounted on a float and transported along the parade route behind a 

red pick-up truck. Meeting members, including some of the children dressed in traditional Quaker garb, led the way on foot.  

Thus was Isaiah’s prophecy, proclaimed from banners affixed to each side of the float,  brought to life:  “The wolf also shall 

dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and 

a little child shall lead them. “ 

   The parade marks the grand finale of Phoenixville’s annual Dogwood Festival, when Reeves Park, located in the center of 

town, comes alive with carnival rides and live music.  Local merchants set up sales tables and nonprofit groups publicize their 

work.  Schuylkill Friends Meeting complemented its parade float by sponsoring a table in the park where Friendly staff dis-

tributed Quaker brand granola bars and Pendle Hill pamphlets. 

     Megan Connolly, clerk of Schuylkill Friends Meeting, observed that the Dogwood Parade project was a worthwhile inreach 

activity that captured the hearts and imagination of the meeting, and that it constituted a powerful outreach activity as well.  

The meeting will continue to seek venues for displaying the animals and spreading Friends’ message of peace.

Conscious Aging  

I have come to realize, at age 70, that while there is considerable value to conscious aging, so far I have been much 
more inclined to unconscious aging through denial. This reality was brought home to me at a May 21 workshop on 

ñConscious Aging: Caring for Ourselves and Others,ò presented by Harrisburg Meeting. With a number of our members 
and attenders in my age cohort, and some of us with children active in the meeting who should learn what they may be 

facing in caring for their parents, Harrisburg Meeting has been making a deliberate effort to explore aging issues in a 

number of ways. 
The May 21 workshop was facilitated by Philadelphia Yearly Meeting Care and Aging Coordinator George Schaefer  and 

PYM Aging Resource Coordinator Tricia Coscia . 
 

My only complaint at the end of the sessionðand one that a number of others expressedðwas that our four hours to-

gether wasnôt nearly enough time to lovingly explore all the issues that George and Tricia encouraged us to consider. 
 

We opened with a simple prepared lunch that gave us a chance to talk informally with each other, the facilitators, and 
the few non-Harrisburg Meeting people who had heard of the session and joined us. We went from lunch into opening 

worship and then to   ñAging and the Individual,ò including queries and discussion on how we perceive aging and some 
of its adages, myths, and images; developing a conscious approach to aging; and the inward journey.  

 

Following a break, the program moved to ñCaring for One Another,ò dealing with interdependence and acceptance, real-
istic expectations, overcoming communication barriers, and resources available through a variety of Yearly Meeting and 

other sources. 

 

George and Tricia are skilled facilitators who used a variety of large-group, pair, and individual techniques to encourage 

us to think and share on the topics being raised up. One of the biggest takeaways for me was the realization of how 
much I have been denying or rejecting signs of my own aging. I am today blessed with good health, enough resources 

to do much of what Iôd like to do, and interests and activities to keep me busy. But the reality is that it is not likely that I  
will continue that way until I die. And even if I were fortunate enough to be able to continue as I am today, prudence 

dictates that I think about and make some plans for what I will do if, for example, it no longer is safe for me to drive, or 

I no longer am able to live alone in my own house, if my financial resources may not last as long as I do, or if my health 
deteriorates to the point that I need help with activities of daily living.  

 
What I learned is that planning for such contingencies doesnôt mean Iôm expecting them all to happen. But it does mean 

that Iôve given some thought to what my emotional and physical state might be if they do happen and have had conver-
sations with my children and others about what might be required and the roles they could be asked to consider playing.  

 

Harrisburg Meeting has already held several other programs on aspects of aging and this fall will have a session with 
representatives of Friends Life Care. We would urge other meetings to consider holding similar programs to help their 

older members and their children to face the realities of aging. An unexpected bonus our Meeting experienced in holding 
the session with George and Tricia was to again be reminded of the excellent Yearly Meeting resources that are available 

for Meetings to use and the need to take advantage of the programs and resources that we help support with our meet-

ing covenant.

Dear Friends,  
 As I have so many times before, I look forward to spending this time together at Old Caln on Sunday the 
21st.  Being a member of this blessed community is a gift that I cherish.  Each time we come together as a quarter 
my heart leaps a bit.  Last February at Reading Meeting I came into the meeting room in which  nearly every seat 
was occupied.  Looking around I was overcome with joy—joy that was deep, yet quiet—erupting as I scanned  the 
room and saw so many Friends, so many familiar faces.
