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Autumn Meeting Of Caln Quarterly Meeting, The Religious Society of Friends,                      

Held At Bradford Monthly Meeting on Tenth Month 17, 2010. 
 

 Friends had gathered for worship at 10:30 this morning. After a brief break, friends returned to       

worship, out of which, at about 11:25 clerk, Jody Kinney from Uwchlan Monthly Meeting read a bit from the 

Pendle Hill pamphlet ―The Mind of Christ‖ on the spiritual nature of our meetings for business.  

 Amazingly, all nine Meetings of the Quarter were represented. 

 Joe Moore, clerk of Lancaster, had felt a bond at the meeting at Camp Swatara and an urge to get     

together with the other clerks in the Quarter. They all met this morning  and considered questions they have 

dealt with in their Meetings, for instance how to discern unity and how long clerks are in office.                     

All 9 clerks were present. 

 Ken Woerthwein gave a report of the activities in Harrisburg Meeting. They have had potlucks in 

which the community is invited. There is an active First-day School and they had a wonderful picnic in June. 

The Meeting had their annual fall retreat at Camp Swatara this year and considered their ten-year vision. One 

of the many things they are considering is finding ways to reach out to the non-Quaker community.  

 Joe Moore brought us the joys and concerns of Lancaster. The Meeting has a selection of 10 small 

groups, with a total 70-80 participants, that consider a wide variety of subjects from meditation to books. Joe 

told us a family made a significant contribution to the Meeting which has provided financing for people with 

leadings. Nancy Bieber, former clerk of the Meeting, has just released a book on spiritual discernment. And 

the Meeting is struggling to find a way to unite everyone in a particular cause.  

 Jim Morrissey said Reading is continuing to be an active group with 2 new members. They are working 

hard to update their meetinghouse, including the new section of the building—built in 1920. There is a peace 

group that uses the meetinghouse. A regular group meets to consider the Gospel of Mark. They’ve reorganized 

the religious education committee to spread the responsibility and avoid burn out. 

 Treasurer Darlington Hoopes jr., gave us a report. We started with $28,464.94 Money came in 

($33,739.28) and money went out ($34,967.05), with a reduction to our treasury (ending with $27,237.17). 

Darl then gave us a report of the treasurers’ committee on the use of some of the excess in our treasury,      

conducted mostly by email. They agreed that the excess should only be used for Caln Quarter activities. The 

first suggestion was to keep a reserve of $15,000 to assist Monthly Meetings paying their PYM and coordina-

tor payments. So far the treasurer has needed to use money in the treasury on occasion when Meetings were 

late, though Betty Hanf told us that some time ago—perhaps 40 or 50 years—there was a Meeting which had 

financial difficulty and had to have their quota covered by the Quarter. A friend told us that in the clerks’ 

meeting there was an expression that some Meetings are concerned this challenge may happen again. There 

was general agreement that we need a reserve, and we agreed to keep $15,000 for the time being. 
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 We next considered dispersal of the remaining $12,000 in the treasury. The treasurer’s Committee suggested 

we use this to help pay admission fees to Camp Swatara until it is expended. A friend suggested we use it to 

pay for young people from the Quarter to go to any Quaker activity. Another Friend suggested we use it gradu-

ally, setting the fees for Swatara slightly lower than needed, with scholarships available as needed.               

We approved not making a firm decision at this time how to spend this surplus. 

 John Bryer, a trustee at Old Caln meetinghouse, is also the web master for the Quarter. Before talking 

about the need for a replacement of the north roof of the meetinghouse, he asked all 9 clerks to look at the web 

site and make sure it represents their Meetings. The roof needs structural repairs, and to replace the roof alone 

will cost $39,000, let alone the cost of the structure. John said the trustees will be applying for grants and have 

fund raising activities, but would like the Quarter to make a contribution. We agreed to contribute at this time 

$1000 to the effort, with a possibility of more in the future. 

 Cindy Herr gave us a report from the Committee of Oversight for the Regional Coordinator (CORC). 

They have talked about updating a brochure for the Quarter. CORC encourages Marie to include the hours she 

spends at FGC as part of her activities. Their next meeting is December 5th in Reading. Marie urged all Meet-

ings to have representatives on CORC and at the meetings. 

 Marie told us she took a vacation to do a lot of reading for the School of the Spirit, which has been very 

rich and rewarding for her. This experience has also included research and preparing for a retreat. Marie had 

an opportunity to take the Alternatives to Violence Project (AVP) training in Lancaster with Joe Moore, Joe 

DiGarbo, and Anne Wallace-DiGarbo, which she has felt impacted her very positively. The next Camp Swa-

tara planning committee is in Reading on Nov. 21; they hope to create small groups for the weekend. Marie 

also told us about some very exciting upcoming activities.  

 Mose Cornwell told us that the graveyard committee has good intentions but the report is as dead as the 

graveyards. 

 We heard that Sadsbury is having a fund raising activity for the George Fox School on Nov. 20th. 

Clerk Jody Kinney provided a list of upcoming locations of our meetings through Fall 2015 (attached) 

 These minutes were read, corrected, and approved. There were approximately 31 present.  

 

 We planned to enjoy our brown bag lunches, with drinks and desserts provided by Bradford. Then 

we’ll listen to Mary Larkin Dugan tell us about Underground Railroad activity in Caln Quarter. 

 

 Our next meeting will be held in Reading, February 20, 2011.
